When everything went dark

Years prior, life looked quite different. Victor and his sister
lived in their childhood home, both working steady jobs.
The siblings shared a close bond.

But one day, Victor followed co-workers to a
“liquor house.” It was there he was introduced
to drugs at 30 years old. He soon became
a regular user, wasting his paychecks on
drugs and alcohol.

When his sister died from Covid four
